Quick start - implementing gemiusTraffic on a Site

Directions for web sites taking part in the test phase of implementation 
in Denmark
This short document describes all basic activities that are necessary to implement gemiusTraffic correctly on a web site. This process is conducted in the following steps:

· Creating gemiusTraffic account;

· Defining the site structure;

· Placing tracking scripts.

1.1 Creating gemiusTraffic account

This step is done by Gemius upon the FDIM request. 

Provide FDIM with:

· URL address of a website (e.g. http://www.mywebsite.dk)

· Website name (e.g. mywebsite.dk)

· Contact email address (e.g. john.smith@mywebsite.dk)

· The name of publisher (if any)

Having such information Gemius is defining a gemiusTraffic account for a web site. Login and password for your account(s) will be sent by Gemius to given contact email address. 

You have the access to gemiusTraffic interface after logging in at

All instruction presented below concern the interface which is by default chosen on the login page. It is also possible to choose the new interface style (beta) (on the login page) however some of the issues presented below may not correspond with this new interface.
1.2 Defining the Site Structure

The Administrator (in the gT interface; Administration tab, in the Account Management menu) creates a logical structure for the site (a map).  At the same time, the Administrator defines the level of accuracy with which the behavior of Internet users on a given site will be measured. The more correct and detailed the structure of a site is, the more accurate and helpful the research results will be. Please find details below.
Each page belonging to a site monitored by gemiusTraffic is assigned to a tracking script, which is pasted into the code of the given web page. gemiusTraffic provides information only about usage of pages which have tracking scripts pasted into their code.

A list of the scripts created so far along with their relevant assigned pages is available in the Control Panel on the right-hand section of the user interface. By default, the account has one script generated upon registration called “ Main Page”. It is advisable to paste this tracking script into the code of the main page of the monitored web site. The best solution for maximizing the value of gemiusTraffic data is to monitor the remaining web pages of your site through the use of separate tracking scripts. This provides detailed information about the behavior of Internet users in specific sections of the site, at the same time having an easy access to aggregated data about the site as a whole.

Let us assume that the site under examination is composed of a main page and sub-pages grouped into several sections, such as: “About  Company”, “Products”, “Services”, etc. It is a good idea to map this structure of the web site in the gemiusTraffic interface. Therefore we define one section “About  Company” and within its framework we create the required scripts, e.g. “History”, “Board of Directors”. Similar operations have to be carried out for the other sections of the site.
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Sample Site Structure

Scripts are marked with an [image: image2.png]


 icon and represent a page (or a group of pages) on a web site. Such scripts can be grouped into sections [image: image3.png]


, thanks to which the logical structure of the site can be mapped and one can get access to the aggregated statistics from a number of scripts grouped into such section.

In order to map the structure of the service one has to carry out the following steps:

· choose tab Administration in the main menu and then menu item Account Management;

· in the Control Panel choose the Structure tab – in this tab one can define both scripts and sections;

· click on the “New Section” button (a new item appears in the list of sections with a default name similar to “New_folder_0” – see picture below) and write the desired name for that section, e.g. “About  Company”;

· within the new section (“About  Company”) create scripts – click on the name of the section and then define a new script for this section – one can right-click on the name of the section and choose option “New Script” (see picture below), or click on the button “New script” in the lower part of the Panel.

· the procedure presented above may be used for defining all necessary sections and scripts;

· confirm the introduced changes by clicking on the “Apply” button.

1.3 Placing Tracking Scripts

The next step is downloading and placing the relevant tracking scripts (tags) into the HTML code of your web pages. 
A gemiusTraffic tracking script consists of two portions: 

· Main Script – a JavaScript code in the form of a .js file that should be placed on the web server of the web site being monitored. 

· Tracking Script – script (tags) which should be pasted into the HTML code of the specific web page that is to be monitored. 

To place the Tracking Scripts, you should do the following steps: 

1. Download and place the Main Script file (.js) on your server and define the path to this file. 
This step is required when first implementing gemiusTraffic tags for a given website.
From the main Scripts tab select the menu item Main Script. The code of the Main Script will appear in a text box for you.  Copy and paste this code into a separate text file and save it with the extension .js (as xgemius.js).  It is also possible to download a compressed Main Script – just click on the Download Main Script link in the upper right-hand corner.  You should place this file unmodified onto a web server – ideally the same server which serves your web site. 

The Tracking Scripts contain a link to the Main Script– for this reason, it is necessary to give the path to the Main Script on the web server where you placed it.  This address (together with the file name of the .js file) should be entered into the field „Enter the path to the Main Script”. You can provide: 

· URL (e.g. http://www.mywebsite.dk/xgemius.js) 

· Path to the file (relative to the web server, e.g. /js/xgemius.js) 

· Path relative to the HTML file itself (relative to the HTML file, e.g. xgemius.js) 

The address given is confirmed by clicking on the button „Generate Tracking Scripts". 

This unblocks access to the tags (the Tracking Scripts menu becomes active).

PLEASE NOTE: 

Tracking script on https secure website should refer to the main scripts with the same protocol (for instance: tracking script placed in the website code https://www.mywebsite.dk/dir/page.html should refer to the main script placed for example at:  https://www.mywebsite.dk/js/xgemius.js). Therefore, it is worth to make sure that the main script is available in case of http protocol as well as https protocol, for example at:  

http://www.mywebsite.dk/js/xgemius.js

https://www.mywebsite.dk/js/xgemius.js

In the above example, it is best to provide the path to the main script („Enter the path to the Main Script” field) in the form of relative reference: /js/xgemius.js 
2. Download tags from the Tracking Scripts menu.

· To access tags please select the menu Tracking Scripts from the main SCRIPTS tab. The codes for tags will be displayed (see picture below).
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3. Paste the Tracking Scripts into the HTML code of the web page in question. 
The tags are recommended by FDIM to be pasted just before </BODY> tag:

<BODY>

...

(gemiusTraffic tag)

</BODY>

PLEASE NOTE: 

· Only one gemiusTraffic tag is allowed on a given page (and pasting 2 or more is breaking FDIM rule)

· Tracking Scripts when pasted into the web page must be identical, to those shown in the gemiusTraffic interface.  If the Tracking Script is joined onto one line or has additional line breaks, the scripts will not work correctly. 

· In the case of non-html pages (e.g. flash ones), frame-based web pages (FRAME; IFRAME) or any other non-regular cases, please contact Gemius gaudience-dk@gemius.dk .
